1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:
Apologies for absence had been received from Ian Bryce

TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF 12th June 2014:
Copies of these had been circulated to all councillors and were proposed as an accurate record of the meeting by Frances Self and seconded by Margaret Taylor. The minutes were duly signed by Stephanie Coupland.

3. DECLARATION OF INTEREST OF ANY ITEM ON THE AGENDA:
Margaret and Robert Taylor declared an interest in the planning item for ‘The Swallows’, Frances Self declared an interest in the planning item for ‘Penhill’
4. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF 12th June 2014:
Affordable Housing – At the time of the meeting Stephanie had not received a reply from Hastoe regarding the percentage of local people occupying the properties. Some issues with noise had been reported to Hastoe and Babergh DC
Playground Assessment – John Whyman had produced a comprehensive report from the working party meeting on the 24th June. Issues with the bark depth on the PC play area would be investigated by Ian Bryce. It was recommended that ‘No Dogs’ signs be sited around the play areas and these will be purchased. It was also recommended that road signage warning of ‘children playing’ be obtained and this was referred to Clr Busby. John Whyman has produced a Health and Safety Policy for the Parish Council which will be discussed and adopted at the next full PC meeting and then placed on the website.
Retrospective Planning - Clr Nick Ridley had enquired about the fee structure for retrospective planning applications and reported that the fee structure is set with no plans to change
5. ADJOURNMENT FOR REPORTS FROM COUNTY, DISTRICT COUNCILLORS AND POLICE AND COMMENTS FROM RESIDENTS:

County – Dave Busby reported the following :- The number of accidents along the A1071 are being looked at with a possible 40mph speed limit being discussed. 
Hintlesham School had been awarded the Junior Road Safety Gold Award

Celotex are monitoring the speeds of their lorries travelling along the A1071

Clr Busby had recently been in discussion with a local landowner about the possibility of changing the entrance of the village school to the back and providing some parking for the school was raised, however also in this scheme would be a number of new houses (approx. 24). Clr Busby requested that the Parish Council form a working party/sub- committee to decide what type of housing be included however the Parish Council were adamant that this would not be appropriate and any application would need to first go through the appropriate planning process. The Council expressed a great deal of concern about any potential development which would fall outside of the local plan, the village would of course need to be consulted fully.
This once again raised the point about the village having a Neighbourhood Plan and the community’s ability then to shape its own future.

Barn Owl chicks appear to be being taken from nest boxes in some area, people are asked to be vigilant.

Clr Busby is still trying to secure a meeting with Graham Newman. The possibility of Celotex funding speeding/road safety projects in the village needs to be kept in mind.
District – Nick Ridley gave the following report. 
Planning – Workshops had been held recently by Babergh regarding the sending out of planning applications electronically. After feedback from councils it was decided that there were too many issues to make it workable and so the idea has been put on hold and will be monitored.
Wind Turbine – At present there is no date for the application to be decided by Babergh Planning Committee. The planning expert employed by Babergh to compile all information and recommend a decision has left without completing the task and this has now been handed over to another officer. It was felt by Parish Councillors and raised specifically by Peter Eaton that that this was a somewhat unprofessional way of working and that the arrangement of staff contracts which would allow a one week notice period without finishing the necessary reports unacceptable. It is also noted that Peter had repeatedly asked Clr Nick Ridley what the precise circumstances regarding the employment of a temporary planner with wind turbine experience would be and that the ‘expert’ planner was never tasked with making a recommendation either way. The MOD continues to be a potentially pivotal objection. 

Clr Ridley was asked about Supplementary Planning Documents regarding Turbines and Pylons especially as the first SPD’s in respect of  Rural Housing  are now being completed.
Police – No crimes had been reported for Hintlesham and Chattisham in June. Theft of motor vehicles in Pinewood remains a big problem. On the 5th of July the police caught 8 people speeding in Duke Street. Officers had attended at the school to assist with the parking problems over three consecutive days and intend to continue to attend at regular intervals and if necessary issue fines.
Residents – Issues were raised regarding the planning application for The Swallows in Chattisham. These included loss of privacy, loss of amenity and concerns over the height of the property.
6.    REPORTS FROM PARISH COUNCILLORS :
Footpaths -  The paths have been re-cut and the path around the golf course has also been cut.

Speedwatch – One session in Duke Street saw 15 people caught speeding. Statistically it would seem there is no lessening of speeding and PC Fulcher suggested he attend a speedwatch event to enable on the spot prosecutions to take place. A speedwatch session in George Street also recorded 12 people speeding in the space of one hour.
Chattisham Phone Box –  This is now being used as a library for books and CD’s
Diane Chase was congratulated on the success of the Chattisham Open Gardens event

8. HIGHWAYS – to receive any updates with regard to A1071 and school parking:

School Parking – The problem with parking outside the school and along George Street continues. It was considered that the answer could be having double yellow lines along George Street and at the top of Chattisham Lane as a deterrent.
Burstall Corner has a number of issues including hedging causing problems with visibility and poorly sited bus stops. 

The Council consider that a meeting with Graham Newman, SCC member for Transport to bring forward all of the evidence of the many problems that exist with the A1071 is vitally important if any solutions are to be found and moved forward.

 CLR BUSBY is to arrange meeting with Graham Newman.

The parish council will also be writing a letter to Graham Newman and Ian Richardson (SCC highways department) to detail all of the issues.

B/14/00755/FHA - Penhill, Duke Street, Hintlesham – Erection of single storey rear extension

There were no objections

B/14/00740/FUL – Hintlesham Hall Hotel,George St,Hintlesham – Erection of chimney stack and insertion of door in kitchen wing.
There were no objections

B/14/00560/FUL – Mill House,Mill Lane,Chattisham – Erection of cart lodge with accomadation above

The council are concerned that a condition needs to be placed on the cart lodge that stipulates it can never be sold as a property in its own right and is always attached to Mill House.

B/14/00776/FUL – The Swallows,The Street,Chattisham – Erection of first floor and rear extension. Alterations to garage roof.

Due to their interest in this item Margaret and Robert Taylor left the room while discussion took place. Having given the planning much thought, the Council decided to object on the grounds that the proposed extension would be visually intrusive and an over development of the site with a roof line much higher than its neighbouring properties.
