1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:

TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF 11th December 2014

Copies of the minutes had been circulated to all councillors and were proposed as an accurate record of the meeting by Ian Bryce and seconded by Frances Self with all in agreement. The minutes were duly signed by Stephanie Coupland.

3. DECLARATION OF INTEREST OF ANY ITEM ON THE AGENDA:
No declarations were made.
4. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES :
Highways – The council have yet to hear any further news from Steve Merry regarding the school lineage however a meeting with Graham Newman,Steve Merry and Parish Councillors has been arranged for the 22nd January when an update regarding the school and hedges on Hurdle Makers Hill will be sought. Discussions can then commence regarding wider traffic management on the A1071 and any other issues such as flooding at College Farm entrance and Policemans Corner. Also flooding issues in Chattisham. An agenda will be put together by those councillors attending to ensure everything is covered.

Neighbourhood Plan – As discussed at the December parish council meeting, a steering group has been formed and they will be meeting on the 19th of January to discuss and plan a way forward. Rendlesham have recently completed their plan and will be holding workshops in March which councillors are interested in attending.

S106 – Ian Bryce spoke to Kate Lowe and Gillian Hilder regarding spending some of the S106 money on bark for the play areas and gravel for the Community Hall Car Park. It is estimated that the cost of both will be £1700. Other suitable surfacing such as rubber was also mentioned and the possibility that in the long term it may be more cost effective. It was resolved by the Council that up to £2000 be used of the S106 money for bark/gravel and Ian Bryce will speak to Nick Elliot at Babergh who will be able to confirm that the funds can be used in this way.

Signage – A children playing sign will be added to the agenda for the meeting on the 22nd January. Clr Dave Busby mentioned that he may be able to contribute towards the cost.

Benches – Jamie Bostock had looked at the benches which were all in good order apart from one which is not owned by the Council. This will be mentioned to the residents who own the bench.

A request was made that it be confirmed that Chattisham and Hintlesham are indeed paired as a Hinterland village as noted in the December meeting. The clerk will contact planning for clarification.

5. ADJOURNMENT FOR REPORTS FROM COUNTY, DISTRICT COUNCILLORS AND POLICE AND COMMENTS FROM RESIDENTS:

Police: There had been one crime reported on the 1st Jan which was a theft in Chattisham. School patrols will resume in the new term. There has been an increase in burglaries in the area so people are reminded to keep houses, outbuildings etc locked and safe.

County – Clr Dave Busby apologies for not coming to our last two parish council meetings but it appears that he had not received any correspondence from the Clerk.  The Clerk apologied and will look into her emailing list., Clr Busby then went on to report  that costings for the lines outside Hintlesham School are now being completed by Kier. Clr Peter Eaton, then asked Clr Busby about the proposed Planning at Belstead House, Clr Busby said Plans are being considered for a development at Belstead House for 155 houses and a care home which will mean the important recreation area of Belstead Meadows will be lost. Further to that there are plans for an Aldi store and Vets on Scrivener Drive and a scheme for 350 houses is being looked at behind the Holiday Inn all of these need to be considered together and not as separate plans as the cumulative effect on the infrastructure of highways etc will be enormous. There was a long discussion regarding the impact of these schemes.
District -  Clr Nick Ridley reported about the Holiday Inn development of 350 houses and the impact this will have on the A1071. It was mentioned that traffic could become so congested that tailbacks could exist back to Hintlesham at rush hour.  Clr Ridley noted that although it is good that house building has restarted in the area it is equally important that rural villages are not destroyed.

There was a long discussion about the balance of building new homes, keeping villages rural and guarding against over development.

The Wind Turbine at Pannington Hall had been turned down at planning Committee on the 17th December

The budget is being completed with hopefully no increase to Council Tax

Peter Eaton mentioned that there had been a meeting with National Grid in December and he would forward the minutes to Clr Ridley when received.
